	1 – Forms of Communication

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	- What do we already know about different ways of communicating? Brainstorm using mind map, etc. 

- Share a story, visual text, sites on the Internet based on the Unit to build up background knowledge. Encourage children to share what they already know about the unit with others.

- What are our Outcomes? What do we hope to learn by the conclusion of the Unit?

- How do we make communication successful? Discuss. Draw a cartoon of successful and unsuccessful communication, e.g speaking politely, good spelling/grammar/punctuation, inclusive language, appropriate body language, considering the feelings of others, speaking clearly, and using easy to read fonts. Discuss in small groups, and create a list of ‘Communication MUST HAVES’.

- ‘Netiquette’ – ask students what it is and discuss. Give definition ‘Netiquette is a combination of the words net and etiquette and refers to the use of good manners when communicating online’. How do students communicate online: email, Twitter, Facebook, etc? Why? How do we make sure we communicate effectively online when we can’t use tone, pitch, volume, etc? In pairs, design some netiquette rules and design a poster on computers/ipads.

- Write an informative step-by-step instruction set on how to email someone using successful communication skills.

	- What is a typical Australian? Refer to Identity and Values unit. Discuss what a stereotype is and share. Students choose another country and explore the stereotypes that are associated with that country/culture. Group share information.
- Paired activity, create a game whereby students create a card to describe a stereotype and have a label that matches the description. Students use diverse cultural backgrounds, not just Australian. Create puzzle pieces so that person can be created using a head, body and legs piece.

	Week 3 Disaster Strikes Australia

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	- Aliens invade Australia and you must choose another country to live in. Research your chosen country and what will you need to fit into that country (assimilate), eg. Language, dress, food, transport, housing, religion, etc.
- Point of view of Government (can’t come into country), and point of view of Australian (refugee status). What is it to be a refugee? Work in pairs to create a role play to present to the class.

Feedback given on whether communication was effective and if it conveyed the message of the story.

How are you going to communicate effectively with the student during their first days at the school? Write a dialogue (script) for the refugee and yourself (assessment?).

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	- Students view famous speeches from history. Compare and contrast language conventions in speeches and the effect it has on the intended audience. Look at grammar and the types of language used, pitch, tone. View examples of poor speeches and discuss what is missing. Students devise a rating scale for what makes a good speech. Use the rating scale to evaluate speeches from Week 4. Students choose a partner to review their speech as well as their own. Students provide quality feedback based on the rating scale.
